Because of
that, my advice is to spend time at meets not only with your teammates, 
but divers from other teams. They can become lifelong friends that share 
your love of diving.

I mostly married in to the Nadadores. But I did dive for the Nadadores a 
few summers during college and then after college. My coach was Janet 
Ely. My best memory is winning the 1st 3m synchro nationals with Amy 
Sloan. I was a dive parent for Brooke, serving as the snack bar leader for quite a few years and making
team towels. I am currently working part time as an RN in the mother baby unit at Hoag, Newport.  Words of
wisdom: use diving as a way to get to know other people from other teams and build lasting friendships. It
makes for friendly competition. You still want to win but if you don’t, its ok too because you are friends
first. We have so many friendships around the world through diving and that is what I appreciate the most
from my diving years. 

BROOKE EARLEY
Being a 3rd generation diver was truly an amazing experience. It is something I can share with my family
and they understand the mental and physical strength it takes to be at this level. I am currently in my 12th
year of diving at the University of Arizona while completing a degree in Broadcast Journalism. One of my
favorite memories from being on the team was going with a group of Nadadores down to Tijuana to
train/compete against the team there. It was such a great bonding experience for the team as well as
helping us make some connections outside of US diving. I have had many head coaches while on MVN,
which include Janet Ely, Ivan Bondarenko, Tyce Routson, and my most recent - Michele Mitchell. One piece
of advice I would give is that diving isn’t everything. As much as I would love for diving to go on forever, for
many people, there is a stopping point. You should invest your time into making sure you are set once
diving is over. It is such an amazing sport and it can give you so many opportunities outside of diving - so
use that to your advantage!

I coached from 1992 until 2000 and I loved coaching the Nadadors! We had
a great time with all of the divers and parents. I never competed for the
Nadadores because I retired from competition before
they started. I was two-time national champion, Pan American champion
and sixth in the 1972 Munich Olympics on 10 meter. I retired from coaching
in 2000 and now live in Big Bear. My best advice would be to have fun and
always do your best.

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With only 10 days’ notice, Nadador Pro, Jarod Hatch, traveled 7,280 miles
and 16 time zones away to compete in the 2023 SEA Games, in New Clark
City, Philippines. Hatch brought home 4 golds in 4 events and set a new
Philippines national record in the 50 fly, in both the prelims and the finals.
Originally planned to be in late February, Hatch was notified of the date
change at the last minute but rose to the challenge.

Junior World Championship in ANNA LEMKIN who bested 
every other diver in the world and won the 14–15 Girls 3m
competition. In addition to this, Anna was a bronze medalist 
in the 14-15 Girls Platform competition.

1m and 3m competition. Ari did extremely well and represented
the program and her country with pride!

TOMMY MATHEIS participated in the first ever Junior World
High Diving Championships and placed 6th place in the world
in his age group. He performed well and made all of us proud
back at home!
